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On the homepage of Your Economy.org, you will see options at the top menu for Composition, Growth, 

State Rankings and Industry . Descriptions for each are on the right side of the page. The Industry 
option has not yet been completed, but is scheduled to be available this winter. Only in Composition can 

you compare State Rankings at this time. This tutorial will cover the Growth option. Start the search by 

clicking on the Growth tab at the top of the horizontal menu.
